Glossopdale School COVID-19 Behaviour Policy Annex

Principles
· Our leading priority is to safeguard the health and wellbeing of students and staff at all times.  This annex to our behaviour policy ensures that a measured approach is upheld in order to create an inherently safer environment for all students and staff, where the risk of transmission of COVID-19 is substantially reduced during the full return to school, March 8th onwards
· All students, staff, parents/carers, visitors and governors must observe the amended operational procedures as outlined below in this annex to the Behaviour Policy to ensure that the health and wellbeing of all students and staff is held as our priority at all times
· While coronavirus (COVID-19) remains in the community, judgments will be made about balancing the minimisation of any risks from coronavirus (COVID-19) and maximising control measures whilst providing as full an educational experience as possible for all students
· This annex is written in conjunction with the latest public health advice, endorsed by Public Health England (PHE) and is constructed using the latest guidance from the Department for Education (DfE) with reference to how schools should operate in this new context
· Minimising contacts and mixing between people reduces transmission of COVID-19. Our overarching principle is to reduce the number of contacts between children and staff
· Our approach is to minimise contact between individuals and maintain social distancing wherever possible. In each of the procedures outlined below, attention has been given to reducing contact between students and staff in order to minimise the risk 
· We will continue to operate a ‘Year Bubble’ system whereby students in Y7-13 will operate in separate year group bubbles, within designated segregated areas of the school site at all times
· Wearing of facemasks is not mandatory in classrooms, however it will be strongly encouraged. Around school (during transition and at break/lunch apart from when students and staff are eating or drinking) mask wearing will be compulsory
Procedures 
Glossopdale School staff and students will adhere to the following rules and procedures at all times:
· Where possible, students must adhere to social distancing measures at all times. Students will be encouraged and supported by all staff in doing so. Students should not touch staff or their peers. Staff should maintain a 2-metre distance from each other, and also from students. This is not always possible (e.g. during breaks) but they should avoid close face to face contact and wear facemasks in all cases where a 2-metre distance from others cannot be maintained
· Students must pay attention to all taped markings and social distancing signs across the site, and act accordingly
· Students must follow instructions given by all members of staff at all times
· Year Bubbles: Students will operate within Year Group ‘Bubbles’ at all times. Government advice is for secondary school students to be kept apart in discreet year groups at all times, and that any movement around the school site must kept to a minimum. The risk is low for students passing briefly in corridors, however, staggered starts, finish times, breaks and lunches will reduce the risk further. All students must adhere to their Year Bubble timings in order to support this advice. Students must not deliberately break out of year bubble zones at any time. Further consequences for out of class behaviour will apply in such cases
· Year group bubbles will line up in designated areas outside the school building at slightly staggered start times. They will be met by their Year Cluster and Tutors, and enter the building through separate, designated year group entrances. Year group bubbles will operate in separate areas of the school building and in separate outdoor spaces at all times. Year group bubbles have separate toilet blocks, separate break times and separate lunch break areas to other year group bubbles. Year bubbles will leave the school building through separate designated exits at the end of the school day. Sanctions for not adhering to this arrangement are outlined in this policy annex 
· Hand sanitiser: Students are encouraged to carry a small bottle of hand sanitiser in their school bag and will be reminded to use this on entering / leaving different classrooms. A large bottle of hand sanitiser will be stored in every classroom and office
· Catch it, bin it, kill it: We will continue to use the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach. Supplies of tissues and bins are located in every classroom, office and around the school site to ensure that all students and staff follow this routine. Students and staff must use hand sanitiser immediately after using a tissue and throwing it in the bin. Students with complex needs will be supported to follow this, and all students will be informed that this is now part of how school operates
· Face coverings (masks): All students must bring a face mask with them every day (see below - acceptable forms of face coverings/masks). Wearing of facemasks is not mandatory in classrooms, however it will be strongly encouraged. Around school (during transition and at break/lunch apart from when students and staff are eating or drinking) mask wearing will be compulsory. Sanctions for resistance are outlined below
· Current Government Advice - Face coverings on Public Transport: Face coverings are required at all times on public transport for all students aged 11 and above; this is a legal requirement. Students must not touch the front of their face covering during use or when removing it. Students must discard all disposable masks in bins on entry to the school site and if wearing a reusable mask, they will have their own plastic bag from home to keep the mask in, for their journey home. Students must then thoroughly wash or sanitise their hands immediately on entry to the school building as detailed below
· Acceptable face coverings: Students must wear either a disposable mask, or a plain black or white reusable mask. Masks should cover the face and not extend to the neck. Logos and patterns must not be visible. Please refer to examples below (white versions of the black reusable masks are acceptable). 
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· School Transport: Students should be encouraged to walk or cycle to school where possible. If parents/carers need to drive students to school, students must be dropped off at a safe distance from the school site and walk the remaining distance where possible. A minority of our students use SEND statutory home to school transport. Hand sanitiser must be used upon boarding and disembarking the vehicle and face coverings must be worn (they may come into very close contact with people outside of their year bubble group) they must observe all instructions given by the driver
· School uniform: All students must wear full school uniform at all times, including whilst walking/travelling to and from school. Please refer to the full Uniform Policy for further detailed information on all of our requirements. If you are experiencing financial difficulties which will impact on your ability to purchase uniform ready for March 8th – please get in contact with us by emailing info@glossopdale.school and we will respond as soon as possible
· Attendance – absence / illness: Attendance is compulsory from March 8th. Please refer to the Attendance Policy Annex March 8th for further information around procedures for reporting illness (both COVID19 related or otherwise)
· First Aid: All staff will use the First Aid system. There will be a designated First Aider on site at all times. In school, if a student becomes unwell they must make their teacher / nearest member of staff on duty aware and the First Aid system will be followed. Students are permitted to bring in medication and can store it securely in the First Aid room (with their name clearly marked on). They will have access to this medication at designated times (staggered breaks and lunches)
· School day: On entering the school building, students must wear a facemask and immediately wash or sanitise their hands before heading to their designated classroom. Students must use their designated Year Bubble toilets and wash areas only, and they must thoroughly wash their hands for 20 seconds using soap and water or use the designated sanitation station. Students with SEND or other complex needs will be supervised by staff to ensure that thorough hand washing / sanitation takes place 
· Punctuality: Students must be punctual. Students will have slightly staggered start times to ensure that there is minimal contact with other students (from different bubbles) and staff. Students must carefully observe their given start and finish times (indicated below). All students must line up their designated year bubble area (outside of their year bubble entrance to the school building)
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· Students arriving late: For any student arriving significantly late (more than 10 minutes after their indicated start time) they must sign-in at Main Reception, immediately wash their hands in their Year Bubble toilets / sanitise at the closest station and report straight to their timetabled room. The student will be issued with a 20 minute same day detention if no explanation is offered by their parent/carer (e.g. medical appointment)
· All students – procedures for the school day: A designated block of Year Bubble classrooms is in place for students. Students must not enter any other area of school unless escorted by a member of staff (and this is to be avoided as far as practically possible). After washing / sanitising their hands, students must report straight to their designated classroom as indicated on their timetable / as instructed by staff supervising 
· Students will enter their timetabled room straight away to avoid large gatherings in corridors. When changing classrooms, students will report directly to their next timetabled room and will enter straight away (to further reduce the risk of a high volume of students congregating in corridors)
· Furniture has been rearranged in classrooms so that all desks face forward. Students must sit on their designated chair in the correct seating plan and remain seated at all times, as instructed by the member of staff teaching the lesson. Students are not permitted to leave the classroom during lesson time. Time-out cards will not be in use and Year Managers will issue medical toilet passes on receipt of medical evidence only. Students will be dismissed by teaching staff on the bell and must remain in the classroom until permitted to leave
· [bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Equipment: Students need to ensure that they bring a bag (large enough to carry books and folders home) and will need to bring their own basic equipment – pens (black and red), pencil, ruler, calculator and planner. They must bring in subject specific equipment e.g. PE kit according to their timetable on the indicated days. All students are permitted to bring a bottle of water, but this must be kept in their bag during lessons. Students may share equipment that is used infrequently e.g. glue sticks, within their year bubble but are strongly encouraged to bring their own. 
· Food is not allowed in any area of the school building or grounds other than the Heart (canteen) or Theatre (if the year bubble is using that area as an additional dining space at lunch), and only at the designated times. Chewing gum is banned across the school site at all times
· Students must not enter areas which are taped off (to allow for social distancing) and this includes all taped off areas around the teacher’s desk and white board
· During lessons our C1 – C4 behaviour system will be followed by teaching staff. Any student receiving a C3 Call Out Support will be spoken to by a Year Manager or member of SLT, and a 20-minute same day detention will be issued. Any student receiving a C4 will be removed from the lesson and placed in a removal classroom within their year bubble, and a 40-minute same day detention will be issued. Repeated refusal by a student to follow instructions, may result in the student working in isolation outside an office or they may be sent home to continue remote learning
· The C1-5 system for out of class behaviour will be followed from entry on to school grounds through to exit. Sanctions will remain the same for infringements (for example the use of a mobile phone / electronic device, non-compliance with the dress code, smoking including use of e-cigarettes). · For the duration of the full return in Year Bubbles, the following changes have been made to detentions:

	Detention
	Sanction

	C3 – Tutor non-negotiables. Late to school, lack of equipment, incorrect uniform 
	20 minute same day detention – after school. 
Failure to attend will result in a 40 minute detention set for the following day

	C3 – Call Out Support (in class)
	20 minute same day detention – after school. 
Failure to attend will result in a 40 minute detention set for the following day

	C3 – Out of class behaviour / other issues resulting in a C3
*refer to the full policy for a list of other issues
	20 minute same day detention – after school. 
Failure to attend will result in a 40 minute detention set for the following day

	C4 – Call Out Removal (from lesson) / other issues resulting in a C4

*refer to the full policy for a list of other issues
	40 minute same day detention – after school.
Failure to attend will result in a 90 minute Senior Leadership Team detention – after school 


	C4 – Senior Leadership Detention 


C5 – Fixed-Term Exclusion
	90 minute detention – after school. Failure to attend will result in a day in isolation within the year bubble / outside an office. Failure to comply with a day in isolation will result in a Fixed-Term Exclusion. Parent/carer must attend the Return from Exclusion Meeting



· Face coverings – consequences for resistance. If there are any cases of resistance (where students do not automatically put their mask on properly around school when asked/reminded to do so) the issue will be followed up
· Using our rationale of prioritising the health and wellbeing of all students and staff (and the wider community), staff members will ensure that students wear masks correctly around the school building.  When met with resistance and non-compliance, the issue will be logged on ClassCharts. This will send an automatic notification to parents/carers
· Depending on the level of resistance shown, this may be escalated to Year Manager / Pastoral Team / SLT and further consequences may be issued e.g. detention, phone call home, isolation
· For repeated issues of resistance/defiance, an escalation of sanctions will be actioned by the Year Cluster and parents/carers will be kept informed 
· It is important to note that there is an extension to the Behaviour Policy at C5 level to cover COVID-19 related incidents (outlined in this annex to the Behaviour Policy in the next bullet point) 
· Glossopdale School is able to sanction, up to and including, fixed term or permanent exclusion, of any student who wilfully refuses to adhere to arrangements of social distancing (including purposefully breaking out of their year bubble) and/or who deliberately coughs or spits at students or staff, putting them at risk. All incidents of this dangerous nature (purposefully coughing/spitting at others) will also be immediately reported to the Police
· For any student presenting poor behaviour, behaviour points will be added to ClassCharts and Parents/Carers may be contacted by staff over the phone as well as via ClassCharts. ClassCharts will continue to be our means of communication with parents/carers, informing them of behaviour points, detentions as well as positive THRIVE points
· Breaks and lunch time: Students using the Heart (canteen) or Theatre (year bubble lunch space) will be expected to line up as guided by social distancing markers on the floor, walls and banners. Students must maintain a safe distance at all times (to reduce the risk, a distance of 1+ metres where possible is advised) when eating or drinking, and wash / sanitise their hands immediately before and after they have finished. Masks must be worn unless students are eating / drinking
· [bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]A minority of students will be asked to read and sign a behaviour contract/code of conduct to ensure that they fully understand the importance of the amended policy relating to COVID-19
· To ensure the safety and welfare of all students and staff, any student who refuses to adhere to the C1-C5 behaviour system and amendments above will be placed with a Year Manager / member of Senior Leadership Team. Parents / carers will be informed immediately with full details of the resultant sanctions - including being sent home to work remotely / as part of a Fixed-Term Exclusion

Reminder - Mobile phones and electronic devices
· On entering the school grounds, mobile phones and all other electronic devices e.g. smart watches must be switched off and in school bags. This also includes headphones and wireless earbuds
· If there is a need for students to call home, a Call Out member of staff will guide the student to student services to use the school phone line. Alternatively, students are permitted to visit Student Services at break time if required
· Students will not be allowed to use their mobile phone to ring, text or message home. All communication with parents, carers, and other family members must be done through Student Services
· We respectfully remind parents / carers that if they need to make contact with their child during the school day, they use the designated school reception phone number only (01457 862336), and do not contact their child via their child’s mobile phone. The School is, as always, grateful for your support with this.
